National Events are $10 per car ($100 minimum) per separately sanctioned rally beginning in any 24 hr period. The USRRC- $500 for sanction for the three RoadRally events comprising the USRRC.

All events over 3 days $100 for each additional day over three days plus insurance.
Regional Tour/Course/GTA sanction fee is $4.00 per car entered in each separately sanctioned rally beginning in any 24 hr period.
Insurance All events, except charity and social events carry an insurance fee of $4.00 per car (minimum $20 required).  
Charity events carry a flat fee of $70 plus proof of charity Social events pay a set fee of $20.

Late audits (after 14 days) are assessed a $25 fee. Audits not paid within 30 days of the event will are assessed a late fee of $50 and future sanction applications may be denied.
