On 16 June 1929 the Mescalero-Chiricahua leader and medicine man, Geronimo was born. He was active in the New Mexico and Arizona Indian Wars of the 1850s through the 1880s. He surrendered three times. After his last surrender he was sent to Florida and then to Oklahoma. Whenever the train stopped, he sold buttons from his clothes as souvenirs and then resewed the buttons before the next train stop. He died at Ft Sill, OK in 1909 from pneumonia after a horse riding accident.

The two-hour route will include state, Farm to Market, Ranch to Market, County Roads, and low water bridges.
Vehicles:  Anything with 4 wheels that is street legal. Bring something that you will have fun driving on city streets. Cars built low to the ground or with stiff suspensions might have trouble at railroad crossings or low water crossing. Vehicles must be in good condition and have current state inspection stickers.
Participants: Each car must have at least two people old enough to read. The driver must have a valid driver’s license and proof of insurance.
