CAMS - 33 - Corvette 

The 33/133 car is missing it's rear bumper and quarter panel which does not present a "finished" 

exterior look in violation of the body allowance rule. 

Protest Committee Decision: 

In the opinion of the protest committee, the car does not meet the spirit of the body allowance rule 

(appendix B body allowance bullet point 4 - must have "finished look"). Although there appears to be no 

performance advantage, the PC is imposing a penalty of one second on each run for each driver today. 

If the the protestee makes a good faith effort to address appearance for tomorrow, additional penalties 

will not be applied. However if car is run in current configuration, a penalty of 2 seconds each run each 

driver shall be applied.

RE: CAM‐S #33/#133 Marshall Moore/Zachary Moore Appeal  
 
FINDINGS OF THE PROTEST COMMITTEE (PC) ‐ At the Solo National Championships on 9/8/22 Kerry 
Gonzales protested the CAMS #33/#133 Corvette of Marshall Moore and Zachary Moore for missing a 
portion of its rear bumper and quarter panel and therefore not presenting a finished look. (Cam Rules – 
Body Allowances bullet point 2 “Interior and exterior must have a “finished” look.” 
 
The PC agreed with the protestor. A one second penalty was assessed on each day one run for each 
driver.  The drivers made a good faith effort to address the appearance of the car and no penalties were 
assessed for day 2. 
 
DATE OF THE APPEAL ‐ The Solo National Appeals Committee (NAC), Jeff Cashmore, Steve Hudson and 
Doug Wille, met on September 26, 2022, to review the evidence, and render a decision on the appeal. 
Also on the call were Zack Barnes, Bob Davis, Brian Mason and Rick Myers 
 
DOCUMENTS AND OTHER EVIDENCE RECEIVED AND REVIEWED ‐ Letter of appeal and supporting 
photographs from Mr. Moore. Testimony from Zack Barnes and Brian Mason. 
 
FINDINGS ‐   Per the Cam rule sheet we find the car non‐compliant. 
 
DECISION ‐ The NAC upholds the PC decision in its entirety. The appeal is well founded and the appeal 
fee, less the administrative amount retained by SCCA, will be returned. 
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
